Pieter Cruijthoff, with twelve soldiers and three healdtjen wagons drawn by oxen, set out to cross the

sandy isthmus which separated the boundaries of the Cape settlement from the wilderness to the east.

The die Sergeant Cruijthoff chose for the setting up of the cattle post was on the west side of the

Tweederivier (Lourens) somewhere between the present Main Road of Somerset West and the railway

line.

In 1694 Sheik Jussuf became the first prisoner of wae treld in the Cape settlement. Banished from

Java the Dutch quartered him on the farm Zandvliet and the name Macassar Downs given to the area by
the Dutch is today still in use. It is also the site where one will find the Kramat of Sheik Jussuhdyaried

in 1699.

On the & of January 1806, the Battle of Blaauwberg was fought between British forces comprising some
seven thousand men and commanded by M#&eneral David Baird and the Batavian Cape Militia
commanded by Lieutenant General Jan Willensdens. After being defeated by the British, Janssens
withdrew with his remaining forces to the Hottentd#®lland Kloof where he dismissed the Burgher

Cavalry. Among those honourably discharged were Captain Willem Morkel of the farm Voorburg
(Bridgewat&) and Commandant Marthinus Wilhelmus Theunissen of the farm Vergelegen. The latter was
mentioned by Janssens as being conspicuous for bravery in the battle. Janssens took refuge at the farm
Knorhoek, and on the ®f January 1806 he accepted the horahle conditions offered him and
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Goedverwachting. Once more the Cape Colony became a British possession and the brief military
significance of the Hottents-Holland Kloof came to an end.
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six atthis modest little school in the year 1901; this boy was Hendrik van der Bijl, the founder of Eskom,

Iscor and Union Minister for War Time Supplies during the Second World War.

With the Cape Colony under Martial Law in October 1901 and swift Boer gaestilking southwards,
the HottentotsHolland prepared itself to meet any eventualities. A large trench was dug on the farm Die
Bos and a Town Guard was raised.

In July 1903, De Beers Explosives Works was granted its final licence, and the followmipeninst

truck of 400 cases of dynamite was dispatched from the factory. In 1905 De Beers formed the explosives

works into a separate company and the factory became known as Cape Explosives Works Ltd (Capex).

This explosives and chemical factory mdde 3y A FAOSy i O2y (i NROodziAz2ya (2 { 2dz
wars and the companies that grew out of Capex, helped to establish a modern South African weapons

industry.

In August 1918, a special column of the South African Overseas Contingent adedrbgahe Union

Defence Force Band and several officers arrived at Somerset West on the first stage of a recruiting tour of
the Western Province. The rank and file numbered 126 men and they marched through the village
followed by a number of motor carsé viewed by many interested spectators who lined the roadside.

On arrival at the Town Hall they received a hearty welcome from Mayor Dummer. Mr James Rawbone
rose to propose the health of the officers and men and was loudly cheered when he said Sotestset
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Strand and Capex had jointly recruited 200 men for the fighting forces earlier during the war. Of the 11

of November 1918 the joyous news of the armistice came and the end of the war in which thirty young
HottentotsHolland men had lost their 8. An interdenominational thanksgiving service was held in the

Town Hall which a large crowd filled to capacity. Many people stood with bowed heads in the November
sunshine outside. In the Strand flags were flown, bonfires lit, church bells rungligilag h@s declared.
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national anthem before the irgbitants adjourned to the beach to witness a large bonfire. Church

services were held the next day and beach sports were held at the weekend.

to strength; startng off in the lounge of the old Somerset Hotel, obtaining their own army bungalow,

using the hall of the All Saints Church of the Province of South Africa, until eventually in March 1971, this
fine present hall was leased from the Somerset West Munigipalit

During the founding decade two more Hottentbtslland men died in the Korean War. In memory to all

Marshal Smuts is indeed a special place, although the regulations stated that the names of living
persons was prohibited Marshal Smuts was so named although Jan Smuts was still very much alive and
was Prime Minster at the time. Furthermore the minimum number was twelve but we were

established with only eight founding members.
