In closing, an interesting bit of history regarding South Africans who have been awarded the Victoria Cross. In total there have been 23 recipients of this award for valour. The first was Joseph Crowe who was awarded the VC for action in India during the Indian Mutiny in 1857. The last recipient was Edwin Swales (SAAF) who was awarded the VC for action in Germany in 1945. The number of awards (in brackets) for the various campaigns or wars in which South Africans received the Victoria Cross is as follows: Zulu War (3), 1st Boer War (2), 2nd Boer War (5), First World War (7), Second World War (4), Mashonaland Rebellion (1) and Indian Mutiny (1).
